’ THE STRUCTURE

In the first phase, the course is structured around theo-
retical lectures focusing on the areas of Strategy and
Research with practical sessions consisting of thematic
workshops and technical visits. This allows students
to get acquainted with the use of design tools for in-
dustrial and handicraft production and for functional
and stylistic transformations. During the last months of
the course, students carry out an original piece of high-
level research in a specific area.

The program addresses young graduates or profession-
als who wish to broaden or improve their abilities with
cultural and technical tools and are interested in fol-
lowing an advanced in-depth course.
